KATC prides itself on being friendly and inclusive; whether you enjoy competitively or in our social tennis sessions. To ensure a pleasant experience and playing environment for all members, please follow this code of conduct:

Standards of Behaviour and Etiquette

· Open sessions for social tennis take place on Saturday and Sunday mornings. If players are waiting to join in, mini-sets are usually played (first to 4 games) and then those waiting for a game are usually encouraged to “mix in” to ensure that all those present get an equal opportunity to play with other members.
· The Clock System: During other busy times, when all the courts are full, court play may be limited to one hour if other members or members of the public are waiting to play. During these times, please set the court clock for the court you are playing on (situated next to the noticeboard) before commencing play. If this is not set, it will be assumed that 45 minutes of play has already elapsed and that only 15 minutes remain.

· Please ensure that you have your shoe tag with you whilst using the courts.
· It is advisable to use the car park off Abbey Walk when playing on the courts.

· Opponents, partners, and others on or near the courts should always be shown respect and consideration. Sporting behaviour is expected at all times. It is the responsibility of all members to ensure that any person misbehaving or acting in a manner likely to damage the facilities or disrupt other players should be asked to refrain from that behaviour and then reported to a committee member.
· Please report promptly any damage to courts or accidents you witness: see noticeboard for contacts.

CLUBSPARK AMBITION

We are currently exploring replacing the current key system with an electronic access gate which will also allow members of the public to book the courts.
